Internet Explorer Shortcuts
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	1. To see how any Web page was coded - Right-click in the page, then click View Source.


2. To refresh the Web page – Press F5


3. To make the text on Web pages larger or smaller - Click the View menu, and the click Text-Size.

4. To switch between a regular sized window and a full-screen window - Press F11.  This is good for presentations.

5. To scroll in large increments - Press Page Up or Page Down

6. To back up to previous pages quickly - click the small down arrow to the right of the Back button and choose where to go 

7. To search from the Address bar - type go or find followed by a word or phrase, and then press Enter

8. To open a new Internet Explorer window  -  Press Ctrl + N.

9. To rename an item on the Favorites list - Right-click the item and then click Rename.

10. To stop downloading a page - press Esc

11. To change your home page to the page you have open - Select the Tools menu / Internet Options / Use Current.

12. To jump forward or back between pages already viewed – Press Alt + right or left arrow.  The Backspace key will also take you back.

13. To find particular words or phrases in a long web page – Press Ctrl + F and then type in the words you want to find.

14. To see a list of Web sites you have visited recently - Click the History button on the toolbar.



15. To quickly enter a commonly used address – Start typing the address and then select the page name in the AutoComplete list that appears.

16. To save an image – Right-click on the image, select Save Picture As and then navigate to the location where you want to save it.  You may change the name of the image, but do not change the three letter extension.

17. To save a file that is linked without opening it - Right-click on the link for the item you want, select Save Target As and then navigate to the location where you want to save it.  


18. To see a list of the addresses you have typed recently - Click the small down arrow at the right end of the Address bar or press F4.


19.  To close the current window - Press Ctrl + W.
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
