Fun Project Overview                                    

You will use several different types of images to create a truly unusual picture. It will be a picture that would never occur in real life. To create this picture you will collect photos and/or drawings and cut images from them. These images will then be assembled into a final, single picture.  Once in the same picture, the images will be moved, reduced or enlarged in size, and rotated.  Finally all the images will be blended to produce a polished picture.  This project will count as a major grade.

These are the steps in your project.

1. Create a folder in your WM folder called Fun.  All of your images and html documents for this project will be saved in this folder.

2. Gather the pictures that contain the images needed for your finished image.

· Find at least 6 pictures, one of which may be a background photograph.  If the background is a photograph, find it first!  The background, however, may be a single solid color.
· The blank canvas for this picture will be 600 pixels wide.  If there is to be a photo background, it must be at least 600 pixels wide.  The height does not matter.  If the picture is wider than 600, you can shrink it at the last minute, but you can not enlarge it and have it look good.  You may use a solid colored background if you wish.

· No violent, demonic, or lewd images are allowed.  Also there can be no reference to alcohol, tobacco or drugs.  Every person in the picture must be modestly dressed.  No bathing suits.  If you are not sure whether an image is permitted, ask the teacher.

3. Keep this creation in .psd form until you are ready to save it as fun.jpg, the version that will go on your web page, fun.html. 

4. Before assembling the project, write a paragraph about your inspiration for this picture and save it as funinfo.doc.  Turn it in for a rough draft grade.  You must redo it until it is a 100.

5. fun.jpg will be displayed inside a web page called fun.html and the images used to create it along with your commentary will be used in fun2.html.  

6. For a professional, “A” picture:

· The picture should “speak” to the viewer.  A random collection of images 

will not do.  Symolism is encouraged.  Your picture should look like you thought about it.

· All images are appropriate for the school environment.

· Avoid small widely spaced images.  Usually bigger is better.

· Avoid centering images and text.  This is too formal and too deadly.
· The images are neatly cut out and blended.
· If there is text, the spelling and grammar are standard English.

7. On this project you will receive these grades:
· fun.jpg – major grade
· funinfo.doc – daily grade
· fun.html and fun2.html – major grade
