Creating fun.html in Dreamweaver
Starting the page

1. Before you start these web pages, be sure you have created fun.jpg as well as  the small versions of your 4 images (see the handout called Creating the pictures for the Fun Project web pages.)

2. Do File / New in Dreamweaver and choose the Category (Basic page) and Basic page (HTML.)  Click on Create.

3. Click on the Design mode tab.  Unless the instructions say otherwise, you will be working in this mode the whole time.

4. Do File / Save As and save this page as fun.html in your Fun folder.

Title Bar

5. Open fun.doc in Word.  Highlight and copy the title for your Fun Project.

6. Paste the title in the white blank to the right of the Design tab.  This is the title that will appear on the blue title bar of your web page.

Inserting the table

7. Make sure the Properties box is showing at the bottom of the Deamweaver screen.  If it is not, click on Modify / Selection Properties.
8. Do Insert / Table and insert a table that has 4 rows, 1 column, a width of 640 pixels and a Border of 0.  Press OK.  While the table is still selected, change Align in the properties box to Center.

9. Put your cursor in the third row and insert your fun.jpg by doing Insert / Image,  navigating to where that picture is and selecting it.

10. Save your web page and press F12 to test it in the browser.  Use this technique periodically to be sure the Design mode version looks like the actual browser page.


Entering the title and inspiration paragraph

11. Put your cursor in the first row, click on the Center button and paste in the same title as in your blue title bar.  Highlight your words and choose the size (6 or 7) and any font face that look good with your picture.


Note:  Selecting new font faces is a little tricky in Dreamweaver.  To do this, click on the Font drop down menu in the Properties box at the bottom of the screen.  From there select Edit Font List.  Once that box is open, go to the Available Fonts on the right side and scroll to the font you want.  Click on it and then click on the left pointing button (<<.)  Then press OK.  Now when you want to change text to this new font face, it will be in the main list. 

12. In the second row, change the size of your words to 3 and do a Shift & Enter.  Copy and paste the inspiration paragraph from fun.doc.  Do another Shift & Enter so that there is a blank line above the paragraph and below it.
13. Highlight your paragraph and select a size of 3 and Arial as your face font.

Inserting the links

14. Put your cursor in the bottom fourth row and do Modify / Table / Split Cell.  Select Columns and make the number of columns 2.

15. Put your cursor in the left cell and change the width (W in the properties box) to 320 and press enter.  Do the same to the right cell.

16. Put your cursor in the left cell, press Shift & Enter once and type in How was the picture created? Highlight this sentence and select a size of 3 and Arial as your face font. Don’t worry about the color.  This will be a link and the link colors will be chosen later. In the Link blank down in the Properties box, type in fun2.html. 

17. Now put your cursor in the right cell, click the right justify button, press Shift & Enter and type in Home.  Highlight this word and select a size of 3 and Arial as your face font.  Again, don’t change the color.  In the Link blank down in the Properties box, type in ../home.html. 
Selecting colors

18. Now that all parts of the page are showing, you can select colors for your web page background, text and links that will match the picture.  The color of all your links and the color of the text should be the same color, but of course contrast with the background color.

To do this select Modify / Page Properties and choose Appearance for your Category.  Then click on the color boxes for the Background, Links, Visited links and Active links.  You may select from the colors offered or pluck a color from your picture using the eyedropper.  Once those colors are chosen, highlight your title and select a color for the text.  Then highlight the paragraph and chose a color for that text.
19.   Save your page one last time and test it out in the browser.
