Creating fun2.html in Dreamweaver
Starting the page

1. Since you want both fun.html and fun2.html to look consistent, you will want their backgrounds to match and their links to match.  The easiest way to do this is to start with fun.html and save it as fun2.html.  This way, fun2.html automatically has the same colors.  

2. Open fun.html in Dreamweaver.  Immediately do a Save As and save it as fun2.html in the Fun folder.
3. Click on the Design mode tab.  Unless the instructions say otherwise, you will be working in this mode the whole time.

Title Bar
4. Type in the title, How was the picture created?, in the white blank to the right of the Design tab.  This is the title that will appear on the blue title bar of your web page.
Deleting the old table and inserting the new table

5. Select the old table by clicking in the upper left hand corner of the table until you see a black line all around the table with small black squares in the corners and sides.  Press the delete key and the table should disappear.
6. Make sure the Properties box is showing at the bottom of the Deamweaver screen.  If it is not, click on Modify / Selection Properties.
7. Insert a new table by doing Insert / Table and choosing 8 rows and 2 columns and a width of 640 pixels, cellpadding of 0, cellspacing of 10 and border of 0.  While the table is still selected, change Align in the properties box to Center.


Entering the title

8. Put your cursor in the top left cell and drag it across to the right cell.  This should select both cells.  Now merge them into one cell by selecting Modify / Table / Merge Cells.  Put your cursor in this top row, center it and type in How was the picture created?  Press Shift Enter to skip a blank line

9. Highlight your words and choose the same size, font face and color for the words as you did for the title in fun.html.  You may need to reduce the size of the words to make them look proportional to the rest of your page.
10. Save your web page and press F12 to test it in the browser.  Use this technique periodically to be sure the Design mode version looks like the actual browser page.

Inserting the pictures and the text

11. Put your cursor in the left cell, 2nd row and position it horizontally in the center and vertically in the middle.  You do this in the Properties box where it says Horz and Vert.  Insert a small image by doing Insert / Image, navigating to your SmPictures folder and selecting the image file.  If you have a picture for your background, this must be the first picture.
12. Put your cursor in the right cell, 2nd row and again position it vertically in the middle.  Decribe why you selected this image.  Don’t just say it’s because you liked it.  Highlight the text and select the same color and size (3) as used in the paragraph in fun.html.  Choose Arial for the face font.
13. Put your cursor in the left cell, 3rd row.  Position it vertically in the middle.  Decribe why you selected the next image.  .  Highlight the text and select the same color and size (3) as used in the paragraph in fun.html.  Choose Arial for the face font.
14. Put your cursor in the right cell, 3rd row.  Position it horizontally in the center and vertically in the middle.  Insert the image that goes with the text.
15. Continue to alternate text and images until the end of row 7.

Inserting the links

16. Put your cursor in the bottom row, left cell, press Shift Enter and type in Back to the picture. Highlight this phrase and make it the same size and font face as the text that went with the pictures.  Don’t worry about the color.  This will be a link and the link colors have already been chosen. In the Link blank down in the Properties box, type in fun.html. 

17. Now put your cursor in the right cell, press Shift Enter and click the right justify button.  Type in Home.  Highlight this word and make it the same size and font face as the text that went with the pictures.  Again, don’t change the color.  In the Link blank down in the Properties box, type in ../index.html. 

18.   Save your page one last time and test it out in the browser.
