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Creating the pictures for the Fun Project web pages

Saving fun.jpg for fun.html 

Step 1 

Open fun.psd in Photoshop.  Go to Image/Image Size and change the width to 600 pixels.  The Height does not matter.

Step 2

Go to File/Save for the Web.  In the box that pops up, choose JPEG and High quality if the size is not over 40K.  The size is shown just beneath the picture on the left side.  If it is over 40K, change the quality to Medium.

Click OK, find your Fun folder and save the image as fun.jpg.

Saving the small pictures for fun2.html

Step 3
Open the background image used to create fun.psd.   Go to Image/Image Size and change the width to 300 pixels.  If their width is already 300 or less, don’t  change the width at all.  The Height does not matter.

Step 4

Go to File/Save for the Web.  In the box that pops up, choose JPEG and High quality if the size is not over 40K.  The size is shown just beneath the picture on the left side.  If it is over 40K, change the quality to Medium.

Click OK, find your Fun folder, create a subfolder called smallimages and save the image as smbackground.jpg.

Step 5
Repeat steps 3 and 4 for three more of the pictures used to create fun.psd.  Save them as jpegs with “sm” in front of the name they originally had.  For example: smtiger.jpg, smcar.jpg, smhouse.jpg.
