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Creating a Hunt folder and downloading huntinfoexample.doc
1. Inside of your server folder, create a Hunt folder.  Every file and graphic in this Scavenger Hunt Assignment will be saved in this folder.  Download huntinfoexample.doc from the class Web Mastering site and save it in the Hunt folder as huntinfo.doc.
Creating huntinfo.doc – A major grade       
1. Pick a theme.  This should be a topic that interests you and that is easy to research.



Examples: ice cream, Mustangs, cartoons, song lyrics, Michael Jordan
2. Make sure each website has a different domain name.

3. Do not use yahoo.com or google.com as a domain name.  These sites will help you get started, but they are not to be one of your 5 URLs.

4. Type in your 5 questions, answers and URLs where you found the answers.
5. Answers can not be more than 5 words long.

6. No true/false, yes/no, either/or answers.

7. Find a picture for the topic, save it in Hunt and insert it at the bottom of your questions.  The picture should have a width between 200 and 400 pixels.  After the picture is inserted, resize it if it make a second page appear.

8. Before printing, compare your page to the huntinfoexample.doc.  It should follow that format exactly!

· All text is Arial, size 12 and black.

· The header is in bold, but nothing else is.

· All spelling and grammar is correct.

· The address should include the http:// portion and should be black, not blue.

9. When you are finished, save huntinfo.doc and then print it.  Place it into the black tray for a grade.

10. When this assignment is returned, save it.  It will have to be turned in when the entire project is turned in.
Creating questions.html and answers.html
1. Use the online questions.html and answers.html as templates for your web pages.  Mrs. C will lead you through saving these .
2. Open questions.html in Notepad and revise it to have your titles, font faces, graphics, colors and questions.

3. Open answers.html in Notepad and revise it to have the same font faces, graphics and colors as questions.html.  Put your answers into this web page.
