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Terminology
1. Outsourcing – Sending service or manufacturing jobs to an outside supplier.  An example would be when an American company delegates customer service or routine programming jobs to companies in India.  India has English-speaking, educated people who will work for half the salary as their American counterparts.

2. Bandwidth – The rate at which data can be sent from one computer to another.  For example, in a person's home, a dialup modem is a low bandwidth connection and a DSL or cable connection is a high bandwidth connection.
3. Teleconferencing – Communicating face to face over long distances by combining video and computer technology.  For example, engineers in different parts of the world can discuss a project as if they were in the same room.  They can see the body language and facial expressions that are such an important part of human communication.
