




A brief introduction to Typefaces



The style of individual characters is their typeface.  In everyday use we have come to accept the word “font” as a substitute for the word “typeface.”  However, fonts are specific variations of a typeface (like italic or bold.)  Arial is a typeface.  Arial bold is a font.  In any case, in this assignment, we will use the word “typeface.”


Serif typefaces are probably the most used class in printed materials, including most books, newspapers and magazines. Serif typefaces have “feet and curls” attached to the letters. These make the words flow and increase readability. 
Times New Roman is a serif typeface. Times New Roman, designed in the 1920’s, looks like something you'd see in a newspaper or magazine. 
This sentence is written in Times New Roman.
Georgia is a serif typeface specifically designed for easy reading on screens.  It also looks good on paper.
This sentence is written in Georgia.


Sans serif typefaces have no “feet and curls”  and are commonly used on signs, headings, and other situations demanding visual simplicity rather than high readability.   Web sites tend to use sans serif typefaces because they are easier to see in the low resolution of computer screens.

Arial is a sans serif (meaning without serifs) typeface that has a streamlined, modern look.  Although it is popular on the Internet, it's on the narrow side and can look very light in smaller sizes.
This sentence is written in Arial.

Verdana is a sans serif typeface that was designed for easy reading on-screen.  
This sentence is written in Verdana. 

Comic Sans MS is a sans serif typeface that is informal and friendly yet readable in paragraphs.

This sentence is written in Comic Sans MS.

Script or novelty typefaces are elaborate and difficult to read in paragraphs with small text.  They are meant for short lines of decorative text as in titles or logos.

Curlz MT is an example of a novelty typeface.
This sentence is written in Curlz MT.
